
Reel Pride Gay and Lesbian

2010 Call for Submissions of Short Films
The submission deadline is Friday, August 31, 2010 – 4:00pm local time.
Reel Pride is the film and video festival run by the not-for-profit group, The Winnipeg Gay and Lesbian Film Society Inc.  Reel Pride will be offering its sixteenth festival in Winnipeg in October 7-13, 2010.  This will be the 6th year of the festival providing a juried competition for short films.  The films selected for competition will be screened during the 6-day run of the festival – date subject to change confirmed.  All the films will be screened by the advisory committee of the festival and through this jury process films will be qualified for the festival.

Based on its mandate, the festival is looking for short films that have a gay, lesbian, bisexual, transgendered, two-spirited aspect to them.  This expression may take many formats from theme or content to the background of the filmmaker. 

The films must be Canadian.

Each filmmaker who has a film chosen for inclusion in the festival will receive a $40 fee for the screening of their film(s) at the Reel Pride Film Festival.  The number of films screened will be determined by the quality of submissions and allotted time in the festival.

There will be two awards given at the festival.  

Festival Choice – chosen by the audience attending the festival

Best of the Festival – chosen by the Reel Pride advisory group

Submission guidelines

A completed entry form must accompany each submission.

The submission deadline is Friday, August 31, 2010 – 4:00pm local time.

There is no application fee.  

Please note that Reel Pride will not pay any fee for delivery of films.

All films must be Canadian.

The films must have GBLT* content or be created by someone of GBLT* background.  

Short film(s) must be submitted for consideration on a dvd screening copy.  The dvd  tape will not be returned unless there is a postage-paid return envelope provided for this purpose.  The tape is not for public use.

Selected films will be screened at the festival in Beta sp or dvd format.

The screening tape must be clearly labeled with the name of film, filmmaker’s name, year of completion and running time.

Films must have been completed after January 1, 2002.

** VERY IMPORTANT**

Filmmakers should submit a brief, 1-paragraph synopsis of the film.  If the GBLT* content of the film is not obvious, please provide a brief outline of your reason for believing the film qualifies.
